
NUISANCE COMMITTEE MEETING

The meeting was called to order by Lynn Burry.  Roll call showed Committee Jim Buckingham, 
Duane Booth, and Christina Booth present.  
 
This meeting was livestreamed on the Town of Geneva’s YouTube channel. 
 
PRESENT:  General Public: none 
 
On a motion by Jim Buckingham, seconded by Christina Booth, and passed unanimously, the 
November 10, 2025 meeting minutes were approved. 
 
Citizens:  No citizens 
 
Property Review:   

• 120 S. Main St. – compliant and can be removed from the list. 

• 355 S. Main St. – Railroad ties are still there.  Marshal Booth advised this is not a 
nuisance issue.  Lynn Burry stated Stan Ringger was supposed to discuss this issue 
with the homeowner and he will follow-up with him. 

• 400 N. Main St. – Send owner a certified letter, along with an updated invoice.  Letter 
should state he has not contacted the committee with a plan and there has not been any 
improvement. Owner must contact the committee with his intentions or face potential 
legal action and property liens per Lynn Burry’s request. The invoice should include 
verbiage concerning the Nuisance Ordinance and the potential for a lien being filed. 
Mark Wynn may need to look at this building, there are blocks missing on the east side 
of the building.  

• 525 S. Main St. – compliant and can be removed from the list.  The large metal box at 
this time is a zoning issue and needs addressed. 

• 115 Lincoln St. – Same owner as 400 N. Main St.  Mark Wynn still needs to look at the 
garage at this location.  In a holding pattern until he does. 

• 225 Mill St. – Improvement continues.  Will continue to monitor property. 

• 300 Mill St. – Improvement at this location.  Will continue to monitor. 

• 205 Railroad St. – Mark Wynn still needs to look at this location.  In a holding pattern 
until he does. 



• 330 Railroad – Lynn Burry has spoken to the property owner and asked that the vans 
be moved to the property zoned for business.  Owner has complied and we will continue 
to monitor. 

• 405 Railroad – Property owner corresponded with Clerk Treasurer since last meeting.  
Improvement continues.  Continue to hold fines and monitor. 

• 425 Railroad – Renter has moved with no forwarding address. Unable to locate the legal 
property owner.  Pallets are still on the property. Legal ownership needs confirmed. 

• 435 Railroad – no improvement.  Unsure is owner is living at this location. Mark Wynn 
still needs to look at this location.  In a holding pattern until he does. 

• 315 High St. – Continue to monitor. 

• 400 High St. – No improvement. Send owner a certified letter, along with an updated 
invoice.  Letter should state he has not contacted the committee with a plan and there 
has not been any improvement. Owner must contact the committee with his intentions 
or face potential legal action and property liens per Lynn Burry’s request. The invoice 
should include verbiage concerning the Nuisance Ordinance and the potential for a lien 
being filed. 

• 320 Shackley St. – Improvements come and go.  Continue to monitor. 

• 400 E. Shackley – Property owner is currently in hospice.  Mark Wynn still needs to look 
at this location.  In a holding pattern until he does. 

• 435 E Shackley – Property owner is currently in hospice.  In a holding pattern at this 
time. 

• 720 E Shackley – continue to monitor. 

• Basketball Court on Butcher St. – Lynn Burry advised weeds have been sprayed, unsure 
if knocked down. 

• 455 E. Line St. – Lynn Burry stated possibly 2 subjects interested in purchasing this 
building.  This is another property that needs reviewed by Mark Wynn. 

 
New Properties:   

• 110 Bittersweet – Vehicle in the yard with no plate, a trailer and trash. Home has new 
owners. Send an informational letter to the homeowner.
